The PRESS/INDUSTRY SCREENINGS have two
primary functions: to generate media coverage of THE NEW YORK FILM FESTIVAL itself and to preview work available for programming
and acquisition. These weekday, daytime PRESS/INDUSTRY SCREENINGS are closed to the general public. There is no fee involved.

Press screenings begin Monday, September 18.

AFTER YOU’VE BEEN ACCREDITED

Your PRESS/INDUSTRY PASS will allow entry to the PRESS/INDUSTRY SCREENINGS. Before certain screenings, a stand-by line will
form outside. Although we do our best to accommodate everyone, seating is not guaranteed, but, in most instances, stand-bys are
admitted. Arrival at least 15 to 30 minutes in advance is advised. In the event of overcrowding, priority may be given to members of the
press.

TO GET YOUR PASS. Passes may be picked up any weekday starting Monday, September 18, 10 am - 3 pm at the PRESS/INDUSTRY
OFFICE, located in the Walter Reade Theater’s Frieda and Roy Furman Gallery. Passes WILL NOT BE available before September 18.

PASSES MUST BE PICKED UP IN PERSON. They will not be mailed.

If someone other than the applicant must pick up the pass, approval and arrangements must be made in advance.
